THEREFORE be it resolved that the Christiansburg Planning Commission (recommends / does not
recommend) that the Christiansburg Town Council approve the Conditional Use Permit with the following
condition(s):

1) This permit is a farmer’ market only and not for a flea market.

2) The property is to be maintained in a clean, sanitary, and sightly manner.

3) The outside market shall only be allowed to operate from sun up to sun down.

4) All vendors are required to pack out all of their trash, garbage, boxes, unsold items, etc. with the
exception of farmer’s market semi-permanent display fixtures under roof.

5) Dumping of chemicals, oil, sewage, etc. into storm drains or anywhere else on the property is not
permitted.

6) No dogs or pets are allowed, excluding clearly identifiable service dogs.

7) No rollerblading, roller skating, cycling, skateboarding, or riding scooters is allowed.

8) No excessive music, boom boxes, loud bass, etc. which might disturb neighbors or other vendors is
allowed.

9) No campers or overnight camping.

10) The market shall maintain a Town Business License, with individual direct producers not being
required to obtain individual Business Licenses.

11) Vendors selling prepared foods shall obtain Town Business Licenses and collect and file Town
meals taxes.

12) Market sales area shall be clearly defined and kept separate from the parking area and public street
rights-of-way.

13) The permit approval shall be subject to review in one year.

Just to let you know a little about L.A.S Trucking and Construction. L.A.S is broken up into
essentially two parts; however these two parts operate as a whole. We have the garage, which does
all service, inspection and repairs to our own trucks and equipment as well as other contractors,
and for all state equipment. We currently hold the equipment repair contract for the entire VDOT
Salem District

As well as the equipment repair contract we hold several other contracts through VDOT
including interstate maintenance, bridge maintenance and repair, secondary and interstate ditch
and shoulder maintenance and snow removal. In addition to our state contracts we operate the
trucking division. With our larger trucks we have hauled a little bit of everything. We have hauled
dirt and scrap material for the Radford Arsenal; and we hauled dirt from new construction sites
such as the Wal-mart in Dublin. We also haul stone and sand for Conrock and are currently working
on the Virginia Tech job hauling dirt. In the spring, summer and fall we haul asphalt for paving.

L.A.S has a number of trucks and pieces of equipment that are all maintained, in running
order and properly tagged. All equipment, exciuding our snow trucks, is used on a daily basis. Given
the number of vehicles and pieces of equipment, we have to have a place that they may be parked
when they are not in use.

WHEREAS the Christiansburg Town Council acting upon a request by LAS Trucking and
Construction, Inc. (agent for property owner Harmon Investments Co., LLC) for contractor equipment
storage and an equipment garage at the end of Prospect Drive (tax parcel 500 — ((A)) — 5L) in the I-2
General Industrial District, has found that the public necessity, convenience, general welfare and good
zoning practices (permit / do not permit) the issuance of a Zoning Permit to LAS Trucking and
Construction, Inc. (agent for property owner Harmon Investments Co., LLC) for contractor equipment
storage and an equipment garage at the end of Prospect Drive.

THEREFORE be it resolved that the Christiansburg Town Council (approves / does not approve)
the issuance of the Zoning Permit with the following condition(s):

1) The permit shall be valid for contractor equipment storage and an equipment garage only. A
separate application shall be required for a body shop or towing service.

2) The property is to be maintained in a clean, sanitary, and sightly manner.

3) All parts, including faulty parts, tires, etc. are to be kept inside the garage or a fully enclosed
building (including a roof) until disposal.

4) All waste petroleum products and/or chemicals are to be disposed of properly and are not to
accumulate upon the premises. Provisions are to be made for the capture of leaking petroleum
products and/or chemicals.

5) There will be no storage of vehicles upon the premises except for vehicles occasionally left for
repair. All vehicles left for repair are to be kept on-premises and not within any public right-of-way
or adjacent property. All vehicles on the property are to have a State inspection decal that is either
valid or dated within 90 days of its expiration.

6) Mechanical work is to be done inside the building and not outside.

7) There are to be no loud offensive noises so as to constitute a nuisance to the residential properties in
the vicinity.

8) There are to be no discernible noises to residential properties in the nearby vicinity between 7:00
p.m. and 7:00 a.m.
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9) This permit shall be revocable for violations of Chapter 3 “Advertising” of the Christiansburg Town
Code occurring on the property.

10) All vehicles left for repair are to be stored within an area surrounded by a minimum eight-foot tall
privacy fence obscuring the view of the storage lot and its contents or inside the building. Such
fence is to be constructed of durable materials and maintained in a sightly manner and installed
within six months of the CUP approval date.

11) This permit is subject to inspections and approval of the facilities by the Fire Marshall and Building
Official.
