We paid High End prices, but now the developer is
throwing us to the wolves with these lower valued Vinyl Skinny City Lot Houses. which greatly
reduces the value of the investments we made in our homes.

it is clear that the developer also recognizes the probable diminished value for houses in the
development due to his proposed changes when he states that —
“We are in hopes these smaller smaller single family homes —will give us another opportunity in
this challenging real estate market.” ---"We believe it offers -an affordable housing alternative in
the Christiansburg market.”

The expression “affordable housing alternatve” is an expression in the housing
industry that distinguishes it from upscale housing (ie; a scale below upscale housing)

The developer skips over the fact that not only is he proposing smalier units but is abandoning
the brick construction as another feature of the upscale construction which we were promised. This has
become a “bait and switch” scheme. Please do not allow this to happen.

The location of Christiansburg’s Park District will benefit the low-income
persons adjoining the site, as well as the entire Town population. The Park
District is in the geographic center of the Town and is adjacent to the
Downtown Commercial Core. Infrastructure improvements, primarily the
installation of sidewalks, will receive priority attention. Christiansburg intends
to allocate 100% of the approximately $113,000 CDBG allocation to continue
sidewalk construction and reconstruction along portions of Roanoke Street.

10. Describe the reasons for the allocation priorities, the rationale for allocating
investments geographically within the jurisdiction (or within the EMSA for
HOPWA) during the next year, and identify any obstacles to addressing
underserved needs.

The Town of Christiansburg’s Park District consists of a mixture of older
single family homes and rental units. The Park District is also home to lower
income residents with an average median income of $22,679 - $27, 986.
The boundary of the Park District is Roanoke Street (U.S. Routes 11 and
460), Depot Street, N.E. and East Main Street. Park Street (which the area
is named for) which runs parallel to Roanoke Street, transects the Park
District. Roanoke Street serves as a major connector to area shopping,
medical offices and municipal buildings such as Christiansburg Town Hall,
Montgomery County Courthouse, Health Department and Social Services.

The Town of Christiansburg’s Park District is home to lower income residents
that require access to area shopping, medical offices, local transit service
and other businesses. A portion of Park Street and Roanoke Street do
provide sidewalks; however, there is a need to fill in areas that do not have
sidewalks. Christiansburg witnesses residents walking on the grassy
shoulders to arrive at various destinations along Roanoke Street from their
residences within the Park District.

PROJECT OVERVIEW

Due to upstream development the current crossing at Independence Boulevard
does not have adequate capacity to pass the 100-year storm. The current crossing
could be upgraded, by adding an additional pipe to the three that are existing.
This would be the most economical solution to the existing problem, but it would

not be the most environmentally and aesthetically pleasing correction.

An aluminum arch box culvert is proposed so that the crossing beneath
Independence Boulevard can be done with a natural streambed. This will allow
the 100-year storm to pass safely without adverse impacts on adjacent property. It
will also allow the stream to pass more naturally under Independence Boulevard
with a natural channel bottom reducing erosion and downstream sediment. The
aluminum arch box culvert also allows for a more aesthetically pleasing crossing.

The large opening is not prone to clogging during high water events.

This project will correct a currently deficient crossing and allow for further
upstream development without adversely impacting both stream quality and

adjacent property.

The scope of the project will include all preliminary and final engineering
necessary for the complete in place installation of a 10' x 24' aluminum arch
culvert under Independence Boulevard. The design will include all engineering
and surveying necessary, along with all necessary permitting and regulatory
agency reviews and approvals. Based on the conceptual design it is anticipated
that an aluminum arch culvert is required to pass the one hundred year (100)
storm without having detrimental impact on adjacent upstream property. The
length of this aluminum arch culvert from the conceptual design is ninety (90)
feet from toe to toe. The work would include the excavation, demolition and
removal of the existing culverts, the installation of the new aluminum arch
culvert, the protection and/or relocation of existing utilities affected by the

construction. It is understood that the Blacksburg, Christiansburg, Virginia Tech






Water Authority, is currently in the design phase of a new water line in the area of
this crossing. Coordination between the developer, the authority and the Town of
Christiansburg will be essential in resolving any impacts with regard to this

crossing.

Until conceptual review/preliminary review of the PPEA and a time frame set out
for review and approval, many items of the construction cannot be adequately

addressed and therefore the final cost may fluctuate.

The cost estimate attached in (4. PROJECT FINANCING) is the developer’s best

PROJECT CHARACTERISTICS

Description of Project

The proposed project is a 10' x 24' aluminum box (arch) culvert under
Independence Boulevard. The anticipated length is 90' +/-. This will also include
rebuilding Independence Boulevard and the relocation of a publicly owned
waterline. Other utilities, which may be affected, are underground electric,
telephone and gas. The project and its affected area are all within the corporate
limits of the Town of Christiansburg. The proposed project is to provide adequate
capacity for a one hundred (100) year storm to pass under Independence
Boulevard without adversely affecting homes in the Cameo Court Area. It is also
anticipated that this project will have favorable environmental impacts on the

downstream and upstream open channels and water quality.

The stream is an unnamed perennial tributary of Crab Creek. The project
activities being proposed will alleviate the various impacts that are associated
with the existing stream including, but not limited to, degraded aquatic habitat,
flooding, channel and bank erosion, and sedimentation. Upper Crab Creek is
currently listed as impaired water according to the 2008 Water Quality
305(b)/303(d) Integrated Report for not supporting aquatic life and recreation.
The listed impairments consist of Escherichia coli (E. coli) and benthic macro-

invertebrates.

Work performed by the Town of Christiansburg

It is not anticipated that any work by the Town or public entity will be required
other than coordination of the utility relocations necessary to install the proposed

aluminum box culvert.






Required Permits and Approvals

It appears that only local permitting and approval will be required for construction

of the project.

Coordination with the Department of Conservation and Recreation (DCR) will be
required, but no permit should be required other than the normal erosion and

sediment control permitting required by DCR.

Adverse Effects

The stream in question is a jurisdictional waterway, which is regulated by the
Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ), but since the proposed length of the
enclosure of the stream is 90' and that the stream is already enclosed no

permitting should be required only coordination with the DEQ.

There are no anticipated adverse social affects to the proposed project.

There are no anticipated adverse economic impacts by the project to the local

economy.

Adverse environmental impacts will be minor during the construction phase with
short-term noise, dust, erosion, and construction activities. The long-term
environmental impacts will be positive by allowing a more natural stream

crossing at Independence Boulevard.

Short-term adverse social impacts may be felt by local resident due to the closure
of the road, construction, noise, and dust and possible erosion and other activities

normal to construction.

PROPOSED BENEFIT AND COMPATIBILITY

Anticipated Benefits

The proposed project will restore the natural streambed under Independence
Boulevard.

The reconstruction of the stream crossing will reduce the Town's maintenance
cost of the grass cutting and the long term maintenance and infrastructure costs of

the existing culvert pipes.

There are numerous environmental benefits that will be derived from the project
including the restoration of degraded aquatic habitat; prevention of upstream
flooding, and bottom stabilization reducing the amount of sediment to the stream
and Crab Creek. In addition, the proposed work should assist the Town with
meeting its obligations for the Total Maximum Daily Load requirements for
Upper Crab Creek which is currently listed as an impaired waterway according to
the 2008 Water Quality 305(b)/303(d) Integrated Report for not supporting
aquatic life and recreation. The listed impairments consist of Escherichia coli (E.
coli) and benthic macro-invertebrates. The Commonwealth of Virginia also
benefits from the proposed project by helping meet its water quality goals and
obligations under the Clean Water Act.

Anticipated Public Support and/or Opposition
It is anticipated that both the local government and public will support the

proposed project due to its aesthetic and environmentally friendly construction
and life cycle. Short-term public opposition and government opposition may be

encountered due to the financing arrangement.

Strategies for Public Evolvement
Governmental agencies will be involved and affected due to the regulatory,

approval, and permitting process of the project. The Town of Christiansburg

being the end owner and user of the project will be heavily involved in the

approval and permitting process. The general public will be involved during the
construction phase due to the open nature of the bidding and construction. The
public will be involved due to the required notices for the project and through the

general bidding process necessary to obtain contractors etc.

Critical Nature of Project

This project will facilitate and spur economic development both existing and new
within the drainage area above the crossing at Independence Boulevard. This
crossing will allow businesses and developments to develop more economically
and with less regulatory stipulations. From a regional aspect this project will
enhance clean water within the Crab Creek drainage area and therefore make the
Town of Christiansburg more environmentally friendly for those industries and

businesses wanting this type of environment.

Compatibility with the Town of Christiansburg Planning and Budgetary Goals

The Towns comprehensive plan, the required infrastructure development plans,
the capital improvements budget, and the Towns general spending plan for this
type of work are predicator on a greener community. This project allows for the
natural stream crossing under Independence Boulevard, which meet the subjected

for the planning and developmental programs in the Crab Creek drainage area.

Inclusion of Disadvantage Businesses
With an understanding that this project will be ultimately financed by tax payer

dollars it is incumbent on the developer to encourage minority owned businesses,
women owned businesses, and small business enterprises to be a part of this
project. Within the construction documents, each general contractor will be
required to advertise and make consideration for incorporation and inclusiveness

of these business enterprises.

CHICKEN HENS, CHICKS, AND BEEHIVE STANDS
AND PROVISIONS FOR THE KEEPING OF HORSES

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission of the Town of Christiansburg, Virginia has
recommended to the Council of the Town of Christiansburg amendments to the Zoning
Ordinance of the Town of Christiansburg; and,

WHEREAS, notice of the intention of the Town Council to pass said ordinance was
published two consecutive weeks ( , 2011 and , 2011) in The
Roanoke Times — New River Current, a newspaper published in and having general
circulation in the Town of Christiansburg; and,

WHEREAS, a joint public hearing of Council and the Planning Commission of the
Town was held , 2011 and resulted in a recommendation by the Planning
Commission that the following proposed ordinance revisions be adopted; and,

WHEREAS, Council deems proper so to do,

Be it ordained by the Council of the Town of Christiansburg, Virginia that
Chapter 30 “Zoning” of the Christiansburg Town Code be amended by the addition of
Sections 30-23(0), 30-31 (0), 30-39(r), 30-48(aa), and Sec. 30-200 Urban agriculture;
permit required. to Article XXII. Miscellaneous Provisions and the renumeration of
Articles XXIII. and XXIV., Sections 30-200, 30-201, 30-202, 30-203, and 30-204 as
Articles XXIV. and XXV., Sections 30-201, 30-202, 30-203, 30-204, and 30-205 as
follows:

ARTICLE Il1l. RURAL RESIDENTIAL DISTRICT R-1A
Sec. 30-23. Permitted uses.

(o) Urban agriculture in accordance with Section 30-200.

ARTICLE IV. SINGLE-FAMILY RESIDENTIAL DISTRICT R-1
Sec. 30-31. Permitted uses.

(o) Urban agriculture in accordance with Section 30-200.

ARTICLE V. TWO-FAMILY RESIDENTIAL DISTRICT R-2
Sec. 30-39. Permitted uses.

(r) Urban agriculture in accordance with Section 30-200.

ARTICLE VI. MULTIPLE-FAMILY RESIDENTIAL DISTRICT R-3
Sec. 30-48. Permitted uses.

(aa) Urban agriculture in accordance with Section 30-200.

ARTICLE XXII. MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS
Sec. 30-200. Urban agriculture; zoning permit required.

The Town of Christiansburg may allow the keeping of no more than a total of six chicken
hens or chicks and no more than two beehive stands in association with each residence in Town
as an allowed by right urban agriculture use with an approved urban agriculture zoning permit.
The urban agriculture zoning permit shall be valid only for the keeping of no more than six
chicken hens or chicks and no more than two beehive stands with setbacks of 15 feet from all
property lines and 50 feet from dwellings on adjacent properties and no closer to the street right-
of-way than the primary dwelling. Such permits shall be valid for chicken hens, chicks, and bees
only and shall not be valid for the keeping of roosters, ducks, geese, quail, turkeys, ostriches,
peacocks, or any other nondomesticated pet.

All approved urban agriculture uses are required to contain the hens and/or chicks and not
allow them to roam at large. All approved urban agriculture uses shall maintain the premises in a
clean and sanitary manner and are required to present measures for food storage and containment
and disposal of waste prior to approval and shall maintain compliance with all presented
measures. The operation of an urban agriculture use shall not include the slaughtering or
butchering of chicken hens or chicks. All approved urban agriculture uses are subject to
inspection by the Zoning Administrator and Health Department for compliance. All applicants
for urban agriculture are responsible for obtaining permission of the property owner and approval
of urban agriculture zoning permits does not constitute waiver of any restrictive covenants.

Applicants for an urban agriculture zoning permit shall submit the following for review
and approval of the Zoning Administrator:

1) Site drawing showing the size and location of all proposed structures and use areas,
the setback distances from street rights-of-way, property lines and nearby dwellings,
and any provisions for screening;

2) Management plan addressing protection from predators, use of feeding and bedding
materials, management and disposal of wastes, and other factors deemed relevant for
the protection of the public health.

The Town Manager or Zoning Administrator shall have authority to approve urban
agriculture zoning permits and may revoke such permits for noncompliance. Should the Town
Manager or Zoning Administrator have questions regarding compliance with an urban agriculture
zoning permit, the Town Manager or Zoning Administrator may seek an advisory opinion or
recommendation from the Planning Commission regarding compliance with the permit. The
keeping of a garden for the production of fruit or vegetables shall not require an urban agriculture
zoning permit and shall be allowed by right in all Zoning Districts.

Be it further ordained by the Council of the Town of Christiansburg, Virginia that
Section 30-1 be amended by the amendment of the definition of “domestic pet” and
Section 30-23(b) of Chapter 30 “Zoning” of the Christiansburg Town Code be amended
as follows:

ARTICLE I. IN GENERAL
Sec. 30-1. Definitions.

Domestic pet. An animal housed at a residence for family purposes as a household pet,
including domesticated cats, dogs, fish, birds, and other similar animals as determined by the
Zoning Administrator. Such use shall be deemed to be allowed by right on residential properties
in accord with the provisions of Chapter 5 “Animals” and this chapter, but however shall not be

deemed to include agricultural operations or the raising of non-domesticated animals with the
exception of approved zoning permits for urban agriculture and approved Conditional Use

Permits for pygmy goats as domestic pets. Pygmy-geoats-as-domesticpets-are-alowed-with-a
Conditional Use Permit.
