Chairperson Moore called the meeting to order at 7:01 p.m. in the Christiansburg Town
Hall at 100 E. Main Street, Christiansburg, Virginia to discuss the following items:

Public Comment.

Chairperson Moore opened the floor for public comment. No public comments were
mad and the public comment period was closed.

Approval of meeting minutes for April 9, 2012.

Chairperson Moore introduced the discussion. Commissioner Dorsett made a
motion to approve the April 9, 2012 meeting minutes. Commissioner Collins
seconded the motion which passed 9-0.

A Conditional Use Permit request by PR Financing Limited Partnership for a carnival at
100 New River Road (tax parcel 435 — ((A)) — 41) in the B-3 General Business District.
The Planning Commission public hearing is set for May 7, 2012 and the Town Council
public hearing is set for May 15, 2012.

Chairperson Moore introduced the discussion. Commissioner Dorsett inquired if the
carnival is a business venture with the New River Valley Mall and Mr. Wingfield
indicated it is. Mr. Wingfield added there have been carnivals in Town throughout
the years, all requiring a Conditional Use Permit and the drafted conditions are from
the last approved carnival Conditional Use Permit.
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A Conditional Use Permit request by PR Financing Limited Partnership for a carnival at
100 New River Road (tax parcel 435 — ((A)) — 41) in the B-3 General Business District —

(continued).

The Planning Commission asked about any issues with carnivals being held in
Christiansburg. Mr. Wingfield stated the Health Department has had issues in the
past. Commissioner Powers inquired about any necessary licenses for the carnival.
Mr. Wingfield stated there is a $25 a day fee for the carnival, a tent permit, a loud
speaker permit for $25 a day and sign permits if there is signage advertising the
carnival. Commissioner Powers stated he is interested in hearing from the Police
Chief about needing additional patrol for the carnival and that expense.
Commissioner Sowers felt the carnival or mall may have private security detail. Mr.
Wingfield indicated that is possible but he did not know. Mr. Wingfield stated
additional inspections would be required for the carnival rides and this is done by a
third party certified for the inspections by the State. Commissioner Sowers stated
that she thought that was good as it takes the liability off the Town.

Commissioner Huppert expressed concern over condition #12 as he felt midnight is
too late for operation. Commissioner Dorsett requested the Town verify the liability
insurance amount. Mr. Wingfield stated the Planning Commission can set an
amount but he will find out from applicant what their insurance is.

Ms. Lindstrom inquired if a carnival has been held at the New River Valley Mall
before and Mr. Wingfield indicated that is correct. Ms. Lindstrom inquired what the
proximity of the carnival will be to the closest residence. Mr. Wingfield stated the
closest residence would be the Villas at Peppers Ferry which is hundreds of feet
away. Commissioner Parsons added the mall separates the residences from the
carnival because of its location on the southeastern portion of the property.

Chairperson read the 11 drafted conditions:

1. A bond in the amount of $500.00 shall be posted prior to final issuance of this CUP
to insure adequate cleanup.

2. The carnival shall contact the Montgomery County Health Department for all
necessary permits.

3. The carnival shall contact the Town Superintendent of Public Works in regards to
water connections for any recreational vehicles, campers, vending areas, etc. A
water meter deposit shall be required of the carnival and shall be applied toward
usage.

4. The carnival shall provide portable toilets for its patrons and shall provide holding
tanks for septic on all recreational vehicles, campers, vending areas, etc. All
holding tank materials shall be properly disposed of.

5. All sanitary and water connections shall be inspected by the Town prior to use and
be maintained in a healthy and sanitary manner.

6. The carnival shall provide the Town with a list of all amusement devices including
name of ride, manufacturer, and year manufactured.
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A Conditional Use Permit request by PR Financing Limited Partnership for a carnival at
100 New River Road (tax parcel 435 — ((A)) — 41) in the B-3 General Business District

7. A certificate of inspection for all amusement devices is to be issued by a person
certified by the Commonwealth of Virginia to perform inspections of amusement
devices prior to opening of the carnival.

8. Efforts shall be made to have all inspection conducted during regular Town office
hours (Monday — Friday, 8:00 a.m. — 5:00 p.m.). The carnival shall reimburse the
Town of Christiansburg for overtime pay for all inspections made after Town office
hours.

9. A permit shall be obtained for each tent and a certificate of fire resistance for each
tent shall be provided to the Christiansburg Fire Marshall prior to opening.

10.Proof of financial responsibility in the minimum amount of $300,000.00 per
occurrence along with a statement indemnifying the Town of Christiansburg from
any liability shall be provided to the Town prior to opening.

11. The carnival operators shall be responsible for disposal of all animal droppings and
these shall not be disposed of in dumpsters provided by the Town.

12. The carnival shall not operate beyond 12:00 midnight.

Commissioner Dorsett inquired if the New River Valley Mall uses Town dumpsters.
Mr. Wingfield stated he believed they used a private contract for garbage collection.
Commissioner Dorsett noted condition 11 allows the carnival to dump in those
private dumpsters. Mr. Wingfield stated that condition can be edited.
Commissioner Huppert requested staff ask Chief Sisson about the hours of closing
and if the Police Chief had any issues. Commissioner Powers requested the bond
for cleanup be increased to $5,000. Chairperson Moore agrees with that change.
Commissioner Carter inquired what has been used in the past. Mr. Wingfield stated
$500.00 has been used in the past. Commissioner Powers commented if additional
time is required by the Police Department that should be charged to the applicant.
Ms. Lindstrom suggested staff ask Roanoke or somewhere similar what they use for
a bond.

Commissioner Dorsett commented she would like to see an addition to the condition
regarding portable toilets and that they be maintained. Commissioner Akers
suggested the portable toilets be cleaned daily. Chairperson Moore suggested the
portable toilets be cleaned more frequently as required by the Virginia Department of
Health standards. Chairperson Moore inquired if the disposable of animal waste to
sanitary sewers is a violation. Mr. Wingdfield stated he does not necessarily know but
would think it would be a violation. Chairperson Moore suggested including sanitary
sewers and storm water systems in item #11. Commissioner Dorset suggested the
condition add proper disposal of animal droppings. Chairperson Moore suggested
the condition include proper disposal of animal droppings, including not in
dumpsters, sanitary sewers or storm water systems. Mr. Wingfield read back the
revised condition: “The carnival operators shall be responsible for disposal of all
animal droppings and these shall not be disposed of in dumpsters, sanitary sewers or
storm water systems.”

Commissioner Powers indicated he noticed in the scheduling of the public hearings
that the Planning Commission and Town Council meetings are a week apart. Mr.
Wingfield stated the intent is to have the Planning Commission make a
recommendation at the May 7" public hearing as the timeframe is constrained.

Commissioner Huppert inquired if the Rescue Squad be on hand or would the
carnival provide first aid service. Mr. Wingfield stated the Rescue Squad would
show up if needed. Ms. Lindstrom suggested staff check in to that as it may be
required and said that they could make a donation if the service is provided.

A Conditional Use Permit request by David Botos for a major home occupation (powder
coating) at 625 Walters Drive (tax parcel 404 — ((3)) — 51) in the R-1 Single-Family
Residential District. The Planning Commission public_hearing is set for May 7, 2012
and the Town Council public hearing is set for June 5, 2012.

Chairperson Moore introduced the request. Commissioner Huppert asked what
powder coating is. Commissioner Powers stated there is a description and diagram
provided in the Planning Commission packet. Mr. Botos stated it is painting without
using a solvent and done by a static charge. Mr. Botos stated that a binder is used
with the pigment and that an electrode provides a charge before it is heat cured to
finish the process. Commissioner Huppert inquired if there is smoke from the
process. Mr. Botos indicated there is no smoke involved. Commissioner Dorsett
inquired if there are any additional employees. Mr. Botos stated it would just be
himself. Commissioner Dorsett inquired about customers coming to the property.
Mr. Botos felt it would be very unlikely that multiple customers would be at the
property at one time. Mr. Wingfield stated that the Town considers group visitation
as three or more persons at a time.

Commissioner Powers inquired how long Mr. Botos has been doing powder coating.
Mr. Botos stated he has been doing this since 2009, which he has done mainly as
hobby and for a few friends and co-workers. Commissioner Dorsett inquired if Mr.
Botos has spoken to the neighbors. Mr. Botos indicated he has spoken with some of
his neighbors. Commissioner Akers inquired if the air compressor is inside or
outside. Mr. Botos stated it is in the garage.

Commissioner Collins asked Mr. Botos why he felt the Planning Commission should
approve the request. Mr. Botos said he felt the operation is low impact and has little
effect on the neighborhood. Commissioner Powers inquired if there are separate
electric meters on the property. Mr. Botos stated there is only one meter on the
property. Commissioner Huppert inquired if the work would be done inside the
garage. Mr. Botos stated that is correct and added a dust collector is set up.
Commissioner Powers inquired what pretreatment may be done and Mr. Botos said
just a rinse which is alcohol based and evaporates. Commissioner Powers inquired
if there have been any electrical issues. Mr. Botos stated there are none that he has
been made aware of.
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A Conditional Use Permit request by David Botos for a major home occupation (powder
coating) at 625 Walters Drive (tax parcel 404 — ((3)) — 51) in the R-1 Single-Family
Residential District — (continued).

Chairperson Moore read the drafted conditions:

1. All operations are to within the scope of the presented “Scope of Powder
coating Operations” prepared by David Botos dated 4-6-12.

2. The property is to be maintained in a clean, sanitary, and sightly manner.

3. This permit is for a powder coating operation, not a mechanical garage and
not a body shop or for conducting bodywork.

4. All equipment, parts, and materials for the powder coating operation are to be
kept inside the garage or a fully enclosed building (including a roof).

5. All waste products and chemicals are to be disposed of properly and are not
to accumulate upon the premises.

6. There are to be no loud offensive noises so as to constitute a nuisance to the
residential properties in the vicinity.

7. There are to be no discernible noises to residential properties in the nearby
vicinity before 7:00 a.m. and after 7:00 p.m.

8. This permit is subject to inspections and approval of the facilities by the Fire
Marshall and Building Official.

Commissioner Dorsett commented that the condition regarding noise does not
reference the operational hours and she assumes the Planning Commission does
not want customers coming to the property when families are walking in the
neighborhood. Mr. Wingdfield stated the Planning Commission can limit the time
customers are allowed to come to the property. Commissioner Sowers inquired how
often customers would come to drop off and pick up materials. Mr. Botos stated
customers would come every few days. Commissioner Sowers inquired where Mr.
Botos saw himself in a year. Mr. Botos stated as the business grows he would want
to move into a shop.

Ms. Lindstrom inquired what size parts would be processed. Mr. Botos stated he
has two ovens with the smaller one being 3 feet by 2 feet by 2 feet and the larger
one being 3 feet by 3 feet by 5 feet... Ms. Lindstrom inquired how many pieces
would be processed at a time. Mr. Botos stated customers would be bringing in
multiple pieces, but that the number of pieces would be limited by color that is being
used. Commissioner Powers inquired where the garage is located. Mr. Botos
stated the garage is under the house.

Chairperson Moore inquired how the sand would be disposed of. Mr. Botos stated
the sand is recycled in the blaster and any particulate is disposed of in a bag.
Chairperson Moore inquired how much particulate is disposed of and Mr. Botos
stated it is less than a handful. Commissioner Powers inquired what would be sent
in the trash and Mr. Botos stated it is sand and dust. Commissioner Powers inquired
how the equipment is cleaned. Mr. Botos stated the sand blaster is cleaned out by
the dust collector and wiped down and the oven is just wiped down. Mr. Botos
added the powder coating gun is cleaned by compressed air.
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A Conditional Use Permit request by David Botos for a major home occupation (powder
coating) at 625 Walters Drive (tax parcel 404 — ((3)) — 51) in the R-1 Single-Family
Residential District — (continued).

Commissioner Huppert asked where Mr. Botos is operating now. Mr. Botos stated
he is operating out of his garage. Commissioner Powers stated the Planning
Commission wants Mr. Botos to be successful but the more successful he becomes,
his home would be less desirable as a location to operate.

Ms. Lindstrom suggested the Planning Commission set the number of customers at
a given time. Commissioner Dorsett added she wants to limit the hours for drop off
and pick up. Chairperson Moore inquired when Mr. Botos would have customers
pick up and drop off materials. Mr. Botos felt evenings and weekends would be
most likely. Ms. Lindstrom inquired how close is the nearest public schools.
Commissioners Sowers indicated a drop off or pick up time after 9:00 a.m. is not an
issue with schools. Commissioner Dorsett stated her concern is in the evenings
when families would be walking after 5:00 p.m.

Mr. Wingfield stated a major reason the Town decided to require a CUP is because
of the industrial nature of the process. Mr. Wingfield stated the materials are
considered a mutant in particulate state and can cause birth defects. Mr. Wingfield
added if it is baked it can be tossed in the trash.

Chairperson Moore stated he would prefer to keep pick up and drop off times until
7:00 p.m. Chairperson Moore suggested public visitations from 9 a.m. to 7 p.m. and
asked if Mr. Botos would be okay with that condition. Mr. Botos stated that will be
okay. Chairperson Moore requested an additional condition be added: “There shall
only be customer visitation between 9:00 a.m. and 7:00 p.m.”

Ms. Lindstrom inquired if Mr. Botos is aware of federal guidelines for carcinogenic
hazards. Mr. Botos stated TGIC (triglycidyl isocyanurate) in its pure form and in
large amounts is unsafe. Mr. Botos indicated he would not have this much.
Chairperson Moore stated a condition should be added to require that the permit
shall be reviewed annually.

Commissioner Sowers inquired if the spray gun is in an enclosed area. Mr. Botos
stated it is in a spray booth. Commissioner Powers inquired if there are ever cases
of spontaneous combustion. Mr. Botos stated it would be difficult to reach the
explosive limit. Commissioner Powers requested the fire inspector look at this
before the public hearing. Commissioner Sowers inquired if the Planning
Commission may want to limit the square footage of the operation. Commissioner
Powers suggested limiting the number of customers coming to the property.
Commissioner Dorsett stated that would be difficult to track. Mr. Wingfield stated the
first condition limits the size of the operation to the current scope of his operation.
Mr. Botos indicated he is at capacity now and would need to relocate if the business
grows.
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Discussion of Zoning Ordinance overall rewrite.

Chairperson Moore introduced the discussion. Mr. Wingfield stated the rewrite was
not printed for the Planning Commission packet due to the size. Mr. Wingfield stated
the only change that was made since the last printout is the parking requirement for
townhomes which has increased to 2.5 spaces per unit.

Commissioner Powers requested the staff send digital copies to private engineering
companies.

Other Business.

Mr. Wingfield reminded the Planning Commission the PDC training is May 23. Mr.
Wingfield requested anyone wishing to attend to please let staff know. Mr. Wingfield
reminded the Planning Commission the Plan Virginia course is available this
summer.

Commissioner Powers stated the Development Subcommittee will be meeting
Wednesday at 9:00 a.m.

There being no more business Chairperson Moore adjourned the meeting at 8:00 p.m.

Resolution of the
Town of Christiansburg Planning Commission

Conditional Use Permit Application

WHEREAS the Christiansburg Planning Commission, acting upon a request by the Christiansburg

Town Council to study a request made by Cook’s Auto Upgrades (acting as agent for property owner
MTS Associates) for an automobile upholstery shop at 575 N. Franklin Street (tax parcels 496 — ((8)) —
51 and 52) in the B-3 General Business District, has found following a duly advertised Joint Public
Hearing with Council that the public necessity, convenience, general welfare and good zoning practices
(permit / do—net-permit) the issuance of a Conditional Use Permit (CUP) to Cook’s Auto Upgrades
(acting as agent for property owner MTS Associates) for an automobile upholstery shop at 575 N.
Franklin Street (tax parcels 496 — ((8)) — 51 and 52) in the B-3 General Business District.

THEREFORE be it resolved that the Christiansburg Planning Commission (recommends / dees-rot

recommend) that the Christiansburg Town Council approve the Conditional Use Permit with the following

conditions:

1. The property is to be maintained in a clean, sanitary, and sightly manner.

2. This permit is for an automobile upholstery shop, not a mechanical garage or towing service and not
a body shop or for conducting bodywork. An additional Conditional Use Permit application shall be
required for a commercial garage or towing service (if desired).

3. All parts, including faulty parts, tires, etc. are to be kept inside the garage or a fully enclosed
building (including a roof) until disposal.

4. All waste petroleum products and chemicals are to be disposed of properly and are not to accumulate
upon the premises. Provisions are to be made for the capture of leaking petroleum products and
chemicals for all towed vehicles and vehicles left for repair.

5. There will be no storage of vehicles upon the premises except for vehicles occasionally left for
repair. All vehicles left for repair are to be kept on-premises and not within any public right-of-way
or adjacent property. All vehicles not stored within the building are to have a current license and
shall have a valid state inspection (if required).

6. Work is to be done inside the building and not outside.

7. There are to be no loud offensive noises so as to constitute a nuisance to the residential properties in
the vicinity.

8. There are to be no discernible noises to residential properties in the nearby vicinity before 7:00 a.m.
and after 7:00 p.m..

9. This permit shall be revocable for violations of Chapter 3 “Advertising” of the Christiansburg Town
Code occurring on the property.

10. This permit is subject to inspections and approval of the facilities by the Fire Marshall and Building
Official.

11. This permit shall be valid for the applicant only and is nontransferable.

1. Program Year 3 Action Plan Executive Summary:

The 2012 Annual Action Plan for the Town of Christiansburg outlines the
activities that will be undertaken during the program year beginning July 1,
2012 and ending June 30, 2011 using Federal funds granted to the Town of
Christiansburg by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development
(HUD) under the Community Development Block Grant (CDBG). Programs
and activities described in this plan are continued from Program Years 1 and
2. All programs and activities are intended to benefit low-income and
moderate-income residents of the Town of Christiansburg, neighborhoods
with high concentrations of low-income and moderate-income residents, and
the Town as a whole.

Objectives:
¢ Ongoing development of new public infrastructure and upgrading
portions of infrastructure to enhance the quality of life for citizens in
the Low to Moderate Income Block Groups.

Outcomes:

+ Providing usable sidewalks will provide connectivity for low to
moderate income residents within Town. Various residential areas lie
adjacent to businesses, agencies that provide services, local transit
and government offices. By providing the necessary links between the
neighborhoods and the commercial area, an improved transportation
network will be achieved.

Christiansburg contracted with HT Bowling, a local contractor, for
construction of sidewalks. Christiansburg utilized the engineering
services of Gay and Neel, Inc., who are located in Christiansburg.

Citizens are a key resource in developing any plan for the community.
The 2012 Action Plan was available for review beginning April 1, 2012 and
ending April 30, 2012. To ensure the public was fully informed of the
process and given every opportunity to provide comment and input, print
copies were available at the Christiansburg Public Library, located at 125
Sheltman Street, during the review process. Additional copies could be
obtained from the Christiansburg Planning Department, located at the
Christiansburg Town Hall, 100 E. Main Street or on the Town’s website at
www.christiansburg.org. The Town of Christiansburg advertised the 30-
day public review process in local newspapers, on the Town's website and
on the Town’s utility bills mailed to all citizens utilizing water, sewer or
garbage services in Christiansburg. Public input was requested at the
Town Council’s regular meeting held May 1, 2012 to solicit additional
comments. Citizens unable to attend the public input meeting were
invited to offer comments and suggestions to the Planning staff either by
telephone, mail or email.

As identified in the Summary of Specific Annual Objectives Worksheet, the
Town of Christiansburg will be continuing to develop and upgrade public
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facilities and infrastructure. This objective addresses new sidewalk
construction including curb and gutter, upgrades of existing sidewalks, and
upgrading water and sewer that lay beneath sidewalk locations. The second
objective identified in the Summary Worksheet is for planning and
administration of the projects. This objective is included to provide funding
that may need to be incurred by the Town to achieve the objective.

The
Town of Christiansburg plans to develop and upgrade portions of public
facilities and infrastructure within the Low to Moderate Income Block Groups.
Public facilities and infrastructure would include but is not limited to new
sidewalks, sidewalk repair, water and sewer upgrades that would be located
under those sidewalks, and curb and gutter. The development and
improvement of these types of facilities and infrastructure will enhance the
quality of life for the citizens in the encompassing Low to Moderate Income
Block Group.

Public infrastructure receives a high priority due to the large impact on the
low to moderate income population with the CDBG funds being received. The
Park Street Neighborhood is the geographic center of the Town and is
adjacent to the Downtown Commercial Core. Where sidewalks do exist in the
Park Street Neighborhoods, they are in need of repair and updating.
Additionally, there is a need for new sidewalks within the neighborhood
where none exist. The lack of adequate sidewalks becomes a safety issue for
citizens walking from their homes to doctor’'s appointments, Social Services
and other area businesses. Other infrastructure, such as water and sewer,
may be looked at when sidewalks are being repaired or installed. The Park
Street Neighborhood’s existing water and sewer infrastructure was installed
nearly 60 years ago and could need updating. Any issues with this
infrastructure will be determined when sidewalks are installed or updated.

The Town of Christiansburg’s projects are in accordance with the HUD
General Objective Category: Suitable Living Environment. Each Town of
Christiansburg objective corresponds to the HUD Outcome Category:
Availability/Accessibility. The outcome measures will be the linear feet of
improved infrastructure providing accessibility to area businesses and
services.

The Town of Christiansburg’s Park District consists of a mixture of older
single family homes and rental units. The Park District is also home to lower
income residents with an average median income of $22,679 - $27,986. The
boundary of the Park District is Roanoke Street (U.S. Routes 11 and 460),
Depot Street, N.E. and East Main Street. Park Street (which the area is
named for) which runs parallel to Roanoke Street, transects the Park District.
Roanoke Street serves as a major connector to area shopping, medical
offices and municipal buildings such as Christiansburg Town Hall,
Montgomery County Courthouse and Health Department.

The Town of Christiansburg’s Park District is home to lower income residents
that require access to area shopping, medical offices and other businesses.
A portion of Park Street and Roanoke Street do provide sidewalks; however,
there is a need to fill in areas that do not have sidewalks. Christiansburg
witnesses residents walking on the grassy shoulders to arrive at various
destinations along Roanoke Street from their residences within the Park
District. Christiansburg intends to allocate a minimum of 80% of the
$107,875 CDBG allocation to continue sidewalk construction and sidewalk
repairs along portions of Roanoke Street, Park Street and Depot Street. The
remaining 20% will be allocated for administrative costs if those costs should
need funding.
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10. Describe the reasans for the allocation priorities; the rationale for allocating
investments geographically within the jurisdiction (or within the EMSA for
HOPWA) during the next year, and identify any obstacles to addressing
underserved needs.

The Park Street Neighborhood will receive priority attention during this
funding cycle to continue the construction of new sidewalks and repair of
existing infrastructure. The priorities were established based on the needs
of the eligible jurisdictional area and available funds.

A major obstacle the Town of Christiansburg has faced in meeting the needs
of the targeted population is the minimal funds. Additionally, the Town of
Christiansburg has limited staffing to assist with housing rehabilitation and
other housing projects. In order to utilize the CDBG funds efficiently and
effectively to meet the needs of the low to moderate income residents and
other Town residents, infrastructure improvements serve the greater good.

The Town of Christiansburg will continue to work with local and
regional agencies to maintain affordable housing. The Town of
Christiansburg Building Inspections Department monitors application for
rehabilitation and demolition of properties that may contain lead-based paint.
The Building Inspections Department provides information and guidance
during that process to help limit any potential hazards related to lead-based
paint. The Town of Christiansburg continues to work closely with
surrounding jurisdictions to attract new business. The continued growth of
businesses in the area provides new jobs to Christiansburg and in turn
reduces the number of poverty-level families. In order for Christiansburg to
be successful in any of these actions, there must be continued coordination
between other agencies. Christiansburg has patterned with other localities,
professional and business organizations, nonprofits, state agencies and
educational institutions to develop a Livability Plan for Sustainability
Communities. The result will provide options to address emerging needs
such as housing, transportation, energy, economic and workforce
development.

The Town of Christiansburg, Montgomery County, Virginia’s adoption of the New River Valley
Hazard Mitigation Plan dated January 3, 2012 has been received by the Federal Emergency
Management Agency (FEMA). The plan is now approved with the receipt and acceptance of the
formal adoption resolution. As such, the Town of Christiansburg is now eligible to apply for federal
disaster assistance until the New River Valley Hazard Mitigation Plan expires on March 30, 2017.

We reviewed the plan based on the criteria contained in 44 Code of Federal Regulations (CFR), Part 201,
as authorized by the Disaster Mitigation Act of 2000 (DMAZ2K). These criteria address the planning
process, risk assessment (including hazard identification), mitigation strategy and plan maintenance
process requirements.

The New River Valley Hazard Mitigation Plan received a “satisfactory” rating for all required criteria.
However, the DMA2K also includes a provision to encourage communities to continuously strive to
improve their plans and resulting mitigation actions. Therefore, the plan must be reviewed, revised if
appropriate, and resubmitted for approval within five years of the initial approval date of March 30, 2012
in order to continue to be eligible for federal disaster assistance.

We encourage you to participate in the expansion and documentation of the plan’s assessment and
analysis of mitigation measures. We also encourage you to follow the schedule for regular evaluation,

updating, and monitoring, and have enclosed a list of specific recommendations for improving the plan.

A complete analysis of the NFIP in each jurisdiction should be included in the
next plan update. Items to consider include: how new construction is inspected to
ensure compliance with the local floodplain ordinance, how residents and others
are assisted with mapping questions, how violations are dealt with.

Include a discussion of vulnerability in terms of types and numbers of future
buildings, infrastructure, and critical facilities for all the natural hazards addressed
in the plan. Base the information on an inventory of proposed structures located
within the identified hazard area boundaries. Determine how far into the future
the assessment will go in considering such structures, including planned and
approved development.

A thorough reporting on the progress to implement mitigation projects should be
included when the plan is updated.






EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

In 1957, the current Blacksburg-Christiansburg-VPI Water Authority (BCVPI) began treating
and distributing wholesale water to a 3 member authority; Blacksburg, Christiansburg and
Virginia Tech. The plant, rated at 12.4 Million Gallons per Day (mgd), currently produces an
average of 6.56 mgd. The Joinder study, administered by BCVPI, was undertaken and funded by
Montgomery County in their desire to become the newest member of the existing water

authority.

If the Joinder is approved, the legal documents signed by the 3 existing members and
Montgomery County will include the Joinder Agreement and a second document entitled, the
Water Agreement. Since the Montgomery County Public Service Authority (MCPSA) owns
and operates the current water systems serving County residents and is not the entity joining
BCVPI, the Water Agreement will also be signed by the MCPSA, binding the MCPSA to the
terms agreed to by the County. Upon approval, the new name of the water authority will be the
NRYV Regional Water Authority. Part of the Joinder process has included the attorneys from the
Authority, the 3 member entities and the County, who cach reviewed, modified and ultimately
agreed to all the terms included in the Joinder and Water Agreements. The cooperative process

was successful in gathering input from all parties and developing acceptable terms.

This study addresses the primary goal of assessing how the County could become a member of
the Water Authority and provide a long term safe supply of affordable potable water to County
residents, without negatively impacting the rates of the existing members. Part of the study
identifies how BCVPI produced potable water could be provided to the 10 regions of the County
currently served by the MCPSA. Even today, 48.3% of the water MCPSA uses originates at the
Authority. Upon joining the Authority, the County will make arrangements to stop buying water
from the Radford Arsenal and purchase Authority water through Blacksburg. The usage of
Authority water will increase to 67.7% on day one with the Prices Fork community added to the
list of those using Authority water.  The increased usage of Authority water, along with

approximate time frames to connect, are noted in the following table,

In the process of routing lines to serve County residents, a secondary goal of the study was
identified. Currently the BCVPI members are serviced with potable water routed from the plant
along Route 114 to Route 460 and into Christiansburg, Blacksburg, and subsequently Virginia
Tech. Should the primary Route 114 transmission lines be compromised in delivering capacity,

multiple members could be without adequate quantities of water.

Several times in the past, the BCVPI Manager, Jerry Higgins, reported the master plan concept
of a redundant feed to the members was discussed, but never pursued. The Joinder process has
reopened the redundancy dialogue because MCPSA infrastructure is in place along the majority
of Prices Fork Road and the ability to pump Authority water through the MCPSA’s existing

network to Blacksburg and Virginia Tech can easily become a reality.

The opportunity to provide a redundant feed to Christiansburg is enhanced during the process of
providing the Plum Creek community with Authority water. The redundant water main would
be routed into Christiansburg from the west along Route 11. The redundant supply to
Christiansburg also provides the same redundancy to the Elliston Lafayette communities in the

County.

It is important to note that the Authority had a financial plan prepared 4 years ago (May 2008)
and in the conduct of this study, the plan was updated to project rates through 2025. The new
financial plan takes anticipated expenditures and applies new escalators to each expense category
(Personnel, Electricity, Treatment, Repairs and Maintenance, General and Administration and
Professional Fees) at a rate higher than was projected in 2008. Jerry Higgins worked with the
financial analyst fo update the capital improvement project expectations to reflect the Authority’s
current needs and to adjust other needs and priorities with the Blacksburg / VT and
Christiansburg redundancy projects. Some of the 2008 projects are no longer necessary and

others are new to the plan. The updated 2008 financial plan indicates that rates from 2013 to





2017 will remain on a track to increase from $1.68 per 1000 gallons to $2.34 over the five year
period. This is exactly the rate projection expected with the Joinder included. After 2017, the
impact of the Joinder is a net reduction in the level of projected rates. In the furthest projection,

the rate for 2025 is shown as $3.98 without the Joinder, and $3.83 with the Joinder.

The Buy-in Workgroup, which included the member and County representatives, agreed to buy-
in conditions of $1.3M paid over 40 years at a rate of 2 percent, and 2 sewer connections to the
water freatment plant (one domestic and one industrial). The details are delineated in the Joinder
Agreement. Also included in the Joinder Agreement is a condition that Montgomery County
will not subsidize the operations, capital expenditures, debt or any other expense, directly or
indirectly, of the MCPSA. Lastly, a surcharge or wheeling rate of % to the wholesale cost of
water will be assessed to cover expenses related to normal lost water and depreciation, as water
is passed from one member’s system to another through a one-way meter. Where water can flow

either direction (2-way meter) there will be no wheeling rate charged.
