The Town of Christiansburg has received a Conditional Use Permit request by Carl 
McNeil for a planned housing development at the intersection of Depot Street NE and 
Harless Street NE (former tax parcel 497 – ((A)) – 288; Lots 1-3 in recently approved 
“Plat Showing Harless Corner”) in the B-3 General Business District. 
 
The property does not lie within the 100-Year and 500-Year Flood Hazard Areas.  The 
property does not lie within a Historic District. The adjoining properties are zoned B-3 
General Business and I-1 Limited Industrial. The adjoining properties contain the Rosa 
Peters Park, the Depot Street Park, vacant property and residences.  The property 
contains 3 lots.  Lot 1 contains approximately 0.138 acres.  Lot 2 contains approximately 
0.115 acres.  Lot 3 contains approximately 0.120 acres.

Conditional Use Permit Application 
 


 WHEREAS the Christiansburg Planning Commission, acting upon a request by the Christiansburg 
Town Council to study a request made by Carl McNeil for a Conditional Use Permit (CUP) for property 
located at the intersection of Depot Street, N.E. and Harless Street (former tax parcel 497 – ((A)) – 288; 
Lots 1-3 in the recently approved “Plat Showing Harless Corner”) for a planned housing development in 
the B-3 General Business District, has found following a duly advertised public hearing that the public 
necessity, convenience, general welfare and good zoning practices (permit / do not permit) the issuance of 
a CUP to Carl McNeil for property located for property located at the intersection of Depot Street, N.E. 
and Harless Street (former tax parcel 497 – ((A)) – 288; Lots 1-3 in the recently approved “Plat Showing 
Harless Corner”)  for a planned housing development in the B-3 General Business District. 
 THEREFORE be it resolved that the Christiansburg Planning Commission (recommends / does not 
recommend) that the Christiansburg Town Council approve the Conditional Use Permit with the following 
condition(s): 
 


1. The presented conditions, with only the front setback varying (from all street right-of-ways 
including corner lots) to be 18 feet rather than 30 feet, are considered conditions of approval. 


2. The minimum lot area shall be 5,150 square feet and the minimum street frontage shall be 80 feet at 
the street line and setback line. 


3. The development will consist of single-family homes only. 
4. A stormwater and erosion and sediment control plan and grading plan shall be submitted by the 


applicant and approved by the Town prior to commencement of any land disturbing activities and 
drainage easements may be required by the Town. 


5. Sidewalks shall be extended the radius of Harless Street to the satisfaction of the Town Manager or 
Town Engineer.

You are invited to identify a representative to serve on the New River Valley Regional Transit Coordinating 
Council (RTCC).  The purpose of the RTCC is to facilitate regional dialogue, coordinate planning efforts, and 
to inform transit partners.  The RTCC is seeking participation from localities, transit operators, transit 
managers, funding partners, and regional stakeholders.   
 
As the interest in public transportation continues to increase in the New River Valley there may be 
opportunities to create new services, establish partnerships, and increase collaboration on strategies to 
benefit each community in the region.  The New River Valley Planning District Commission (PDC) and the 
Blacksburg-Christiansburg-Montgomery Area Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO) partnered to 
prepare a Regional Transit Organization Study to evaluate potential organization alternatives.  The Study 
was approved by the MPO on December 1, 2011; and the PDC on April 26, 2012.   
 
The Council will receive staff support through a partnership between the PDC and MPO.  The purpose and 
function of the Council will be evaluated on an annual basis.  The FY 2012 – 2013 meeting schedule is 
below.  The meetings will be at 2:30 pm, immediately following the PDC’s Transportation Technical 
Advisory Committee meetings.
