Vice-Chairperson Powers called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in the Christiansburg
Town Hall at 100 E. Main Street, Christiansburg, Virginia to discuss the following items:

Public Comment.

Vice-Chairperson Powers opened the floor for public comment. Mr. David Reno
addressed the Commission on the Conditional Use Permit request for 820 Park
Street. Vice-Chairperson Powers asked Mr. Reno what he would like to do with the
use of the property. Mr. Reno responded he would like to be placed on the call tow
lists for the Town and County. Mr. Reno indicated he also repossesses vehicles and
would like to help the community as a business owner and provide quality service.
Vice-Chairperson Powers asked the Commissioners to hold questions during the
public comment portion. Vice-Chairperson Powers closed the floor for public
comment.

Approval of meeting minutes for April 22, 2013.

Vice-Chairperson Powers introduced the discussion. Ms. Hair noted the minutes on
the current agenda have the incorrect minutes date and Commissioner Beasley was
left off of the attendance list. Commissioner Dorsett made a motion to approve the
minutes with the proposed changes to the April 22, 2013 Planning Commission
meeting minutes. Commissioner Collins seconded the motion which passed 8-0.
Commissioner Parsons abstained from voting.

Commissioner Sowers entered the meeting at 7:09 p.m.
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Planning Commission discussion on a Conditional Use Permit request by David L. Reno
(agent for property owner Shan Carroll) for a towing service at 820 Park Street, N.E.
(tax_parcel 498-((6))-1-13) in the 1-2 General Industrial District. The Planning
Commission Public Hearing was held on April 22, 2013

Vice-Chairperson Powers opened the discussion asking staff to address questions
from the previous meeting concerning the request. Ms. Hair discussed current
photos of property to show how the property will be utilized.

Commissioner Huppert asked if Mr. Reno will be storing vehicles inside the building
and asked what happens with repossessed vehicles. Mr. Reno replied he can only
keep repossessed vehicles for 48 hours before releasing the vehicles to an auction
house. Mr. Reno stated the vehicles will not be on site for more than 3 to 4 days,
unless insurance adjusters are slow in their process. Vice-Chairperson Powers
requested clarification on the process if someone does not pick up a vehicle. Mr.
Reno stated the vehicle will stay on the lot for 10 days before a mechanics lien can
be filed. Mr. Reno added after 30 days he will take the vehicle and junk it normally.

Commissioner Dorsett asked how many cars would be stored on this property. Mr.
Reno showed on the Zoning map where the proposed privacy fence will be located
and stated approximately 8 to 10 cars will be stored in the fenced area comfortably.

Vice-Chairperson Powers asked Mr. Reno to detail the location of the property line
between 820 Park Street and the existing paving company. Mr. Reno showed the
Commissioners on the aerial map the location is approximately behind the telephone
pole to the rear left of the property. Vice-Chairperson Powers verified with Ms. Hair
that industrial zoning setbacks can be up to the property line. Ms. Hair replied yes.

Vice-Chairperson Powers asked Mr. Reno if to the right of the structure is employee
parking and will cars be stored in those spaces. Mr. Reno replied that all vehicles will
only be stored within the fenced area or inside the building. Commissioner Dorsett
asked for clarification on how many vehicles can be stored inside the building. Mr.
Reno answered approximately 8 cars can be stored inside. Commissioner Dorsett
asked Mr. Reno what is the width of the building. Mr. Reno replied he does not know
the measurement at this time. Vice-Chairperson Powers asked if only repossessed
vehicles will be stored inside and if the towed vehicles are outside. Mr. Reno replied
yes.

Commissioner Hedrick asked about how vehicles will be taken in and out of the
property. Mr. Reno replied not all towed vehicles will be taken to the property as he
can take some directly to an auction. Commissioner Hedrick asked if he will be
blocking the right of way to the other businesses. Mr. Reno replied he will not block
the entrance at any time and showed on the map how vehicles will be coming in and
out of the property. Mr. Reno stated he will be using the left entrance to the property
because the right entrance would be steep. Commissioner Huppert asked how many
employees Mr. Reno will staff. Mr. Reno replied approximately 3.

Vice-Chairperson Powers asked Ms. Hair to review the documents for the
Conditional Use Permit request. Ms. Hair proceeded to detail all requested
documents from the previous meeting, including the DMV bulk property carrier
classification Mr. Reno falls under. Ms. Hair provided Section 30-144 of the Town
Code which requires a Conditional Use Permit for similar uses listed in the section.
Ms. Hair added the only change made to the drafted conditions is item 12: “This
permit shall be valid for David Reno, the present applicant only and is non-
transferrable.” Vice-Chairperson Powers asked if the conditions were drafted from
previous towing requests. Ms. Hair replied yes. Vice-Chairperson Powers discussed
the remaining conditions.

1. The property is to be maintained in a clean, sanitary, and sightly manner.

2. This permit is for a towing service, not a commercial garage or body shop or for
conducting bodywork.

3. All parts, including faulty parts, tires, etc. are to be kept inside the garage or a
fully enclosed building (including a roof) until disposal.

4. All waste petroleum products and/or chemicals are to be disposed of properly
and are not to accumulate upon the premises. Provisions are to be made for the
capture of leaking petroleum products and/or chemicals.

5. There will be no storage of vehicles upon the premises except for vehicles left for

temporary storage. All vehicles are to be kept on-premises and not within any

public right-of-way or adjacent property. Any towed vehicles are to remain on-
premises no longer than six months.

Mechanical work is not to be performed on-site.

There are to be no loud offensive noises so as to constitute a nuisance to the

residential properties in the vicinity.

8. There are to be no discernible noises to residential properties in the nearby
vicinity between 7:00 p.m. and 7:00 a.m.

9. This permit shall be revocable for violations of Chapter 3 “Advertising” of the
Christiansburg Town Code occurring on the property.

10.All towed vehicles are to be screened from adjoining properties and rights-of-
way.

11.This permit shall be subject to administrative review on an annual basis.

12.This permit shall be valid for David Reno, the present applicant only and is non-
transferrable.

Vice-Chairperson Powers asked where the closest residential use is located. Ms.
Hair replied a townhouse development is located to the left of the paving company.
Commissioner Collins asked how condition # 8 could be an issue. Ms. Hair
responded trucks can be loud at night but no complaints have been brought to her
attention. Commissioner Franusich asked if a weight limit is currently enforced for
towing on Park Street. Ms. Hair replied no, not at this time.

Planning Commission discussion on a Conditional Use Permit request by David L. Reno

Commissioner Hedrick asked if the vehicles would be towed away by other parties.
Commissioner Dorsett added if there would be room for transporters. Mr. Reno
answers yes because the transporters will be small rollbacks. Mr. Reno added all
vehicles, if picked up, will be by appointment only. Mr. Reno stated no driveways will
be blocked during towing or pick up times.

Commissioner Hedrick asked if between the hours of 7 p.m. and 7 a.m. are busy.
Mr. Reno replied this would depend on wrecks and other services he may be
requested for. Commissioner Hedrick asked if transporters would have appointments
at night. Mr. Reno replied no, only during the day.

Vice-Chairperson Powers asked Ms. Hair about annual inspections. Ms. Hair stated
inspections would be performed annually. Ms. Hair added the Police Department
would contact the Planning Department if there is an issue regarding noise.
Commissioner Beasley asked if condition 6 will limit Mr. Reno to all mechanical work
or can he work on his personal vehicle. Ms. Hair responded Mr. Reno could be
limited to mechanical work on his own vehicles. Vice-Chairperson Powers requested
the condition be reworded to limit mechanical work to the owner’s personal vehicle.

Vice-Chairperson Powers inquired about fencing as a condition. Ms. Hair replied in
the past a privacy fence or chain link fence with privacy slates has been accepted.
Commissioner Dorsett asked Mr. Reno if he will use any type of security. Mr. Reno
replied yes he will be installing a surveillance camera.

Commissioner Collins made a motion to recommend approval of the Conditional Use
Permit request to Town Council with the drafted conditions. Commissioner Sowers
seconded the motion. Commissioner Carter thanked Mr. Reno for attending the
meeting and for a nice presentation. Vice-Chairperson asked for all in favor to raise
their hand. All Commissioners raised their hands. The motion passed 10-0.

Work Session — Comprehensive Plan

Vice-Chairperson Powers opened the discussion in work session. Commissioner
Dorsett made a motion to go into work session. Commissioner Franusich seconded
the motion which passed 10-0.

The work session on the Land Use & Planning Chapter of the Comprehensive Plan
was held.

Commissioner Carter made a motion to close the work session.
Commissioner Hedrick seconded the motion which passed 10-0.
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Other Business

Vice-Chairperson Powers asked for any other business. Ms. Hair opened the
discussion with the review of proposed rate and fee increases for public hearings.
Ms. Hair stated the packet she has provided to the Commissioners included these
documents.

Ms. Hair provided a description of the interactive GIS on the Town website. Ms. Hair
discussed how Town staff imputed all of the data into a database to be utilized with
the map. Ms. Hair added the process was approximately six to nine months. Ms.
Hair described how citizens may utilize this system and look at current Conditional
Use Permits. Commissioner Dorsett asked if the interactive GIS included inactive
Conditional Use Permits. Ms. Hair replied the program only shows active Conditional
Use Permits.

Ms. Hair added a reminder about the upcoming Planning Commissioners training
held on Wednesday, May 15" and to meet at the Town Recreation Center by 5:15 to
ride the van over. Ms. Hair also added to please let her know if any of the
Commissioners would not be riding over in the van.

Commissioner Collins asked if 820 Park Street would need an access entrance to
the property. Ms. Hair replied if one is needed, than an access easement would be
deeded for this property.

Commissioner Franusich asked about the use on a parcel of land located at the
corner of Depot Street and N Franklin Street. Ms. Hair replied the property is zoned
Industrial because the previous structure was a mill. Ms. Hair described how the
property is located within the flood plain and the property would be difficult to
develop.

Commissioner Franusich would like to discuss the downtown parking regulations for
the Central Business District. Ms. Hair responded the Development Subcommittee
will be working this summer on the project and Mr. Franusich is invited to attend the
subcommittee meetings to discuss the issue.

There being no more business Vice-Chairperson Powers adjourned the meeting at 8:32
p.m.

Comprehensive Plan Implementation Work Program

Working List of Transportation Projects (in no particular order)
e Improve Radford Street (Route 11) to allow for pedestrian and bicycle facilities.
e Establish safe pedestrian crossings at all major intersections such as in the vicinity of
Roanoke Street and Industrial Drive and Independence Boulevard and North Franklin
Street.
e Consider traffic calming measures (including median and crosswalks) for Roanoke
Street between the Bypass and Interstate 81 interchange.
e Complete study of Roanoke Street intersection area including Gateway Plaza and
Falling Branch Road. Consider realignment and/or traffic signal, pending warrants.
e Consider traffic calming measures at the intersection of Depot Street NE and Cambria
Street NE.
Consider split-level ramps at North Franklin Street and Peppers Ferry Road.
Develop street connection from South Franklin area to Interstate 81.
Develop street connection from Windmill Hills to Chrisman Mill Road.
Reduce truck traffic on Park Street.
Create an additional entrance/exit for Craig Mountain.

Agriculture and Forestal Land

While Christiansburg is an urbanized area, approximately 26.6% of Town retains an agricultural
zoning designation as of June 1, 2013. In addition, Christiansburg maintains a symbiotic
relationship with Montgomery County and the New River Valley with respect to agricultural and
forestal industries. Virginia Tech provides the region with a College of Agriculture and Life
Sciences and a College of Natural Resources and Environment which includes a department
dedicated to forestry.

According to the 2007 Census of Agriculture, Montgomery County had 628 farms totaling
approximately 89,411 acres of farmland. Of that farmland, Montgomery County has
approximately 30,219 acres (33.8%) of cropland, 25,199 acres (28.18%) in woodland, 31,448
acres (35.17%) in permanent pasture and rangeland, with remaining acreage (2.85%) in other
uses.

According to the 2007 Census of Agriculture, Montgomery County had an average value of land
and buildings per farm of $587,681 per farm and $4,128 per acre. Estimated market value of all
machinery and equipment was $57,023 (average per farm). The following table illustrates farms,
farmland, and average size of farms for Montgomery County, Virginia, and the nation. Of
Montgomery County’s 628 farms, 46 were between 1 and 9 acres, 219 were 10-49 acres, 247
were 50-179 acres, 80 were 180-499 acres, 25 were 500-999 acres, and 11 were 1,000 acres or
more.

In addition to farmland, a livestock auction market is located on Park Street NE in Christiansburg
limits. According to the 2007 Census of Agriculture, there were 21,882 cattle in Montgomery
County with 1,609 being milk cows (2 years and older). There were also 1,352 stock sheep and
lambs with 77 hogs and pigs.

Forestry is also important within the New River Valley. Based on forest product tax receipts,
Montgomery County had a harvest total of 3,240,000 board feet of pine lumber and 1,701 pine
cords as well as 7,924,000 board feet of hardwood lumber and 9,715 hardwood cords in 2010
according to the Virginia Department of Forestry. In 2010, the total value of pine lumber was
$428,072 and the total value of hardwood lumber was $1,348,784 for Montgomery County.

Mineral Resources

Mineral resources are historically important within Montgomery County, especially just north of
Christiansburg as reflected in the Coal Mining Heritage Park. Processing of mineral resources
occurs within Town limits with a few quarries located within Montgomery County.

Wetlands

Wetlands are part of the water resource system and are critical to maintaining the health of
waterways. Wetlands include swamps, marshes, bogs, and fens which vary greatly based on
differences in climate, soils, topography, and a number of other factors. Wetlands feed
downstream waters, protect and improve water quality by removing pollution, provide habitats,
trap floodwaters, and recharge groundwater supplies.

Section 404 of the Clean Water Act (CWA) governs wetland activities within the Town. Jointly
administered by the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers (COE) and the Environmental Protection
Agency (EPA), Section 404 of the CWA establishes a permit program to regulate discharges of
dredged or fill material into waters of the United States, including most wetlands (tidal and non-
tidal). The U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service (FWS) and the National Marine Fisheries Service





(NMFS) evaluate impacts on fish and wildlife for this permitting process. In addition, the
Swampbuster provision of the Food Security Act withholds certain Federal farm program
benefits from farmers who convert or modify wetlands.

Cemetery Advisory Committee

Aquatic Advisory Board

The Aquatic Advisory Board is comprised of six appointed citizens and a liaison from Town
Council. The Board supports the mission and vision of the Christiansburg Aquatic Center in
providing a state-of-the-art aquatic facility that enhances the health, fitness, recreational,
educational, and competitive needs throughout our region. Director of Aquatics Terry Caldwell
serves as staff liaison to the Aquatic Advisory Board.

Building Code Board of Appeals

The Christiansburg Building Code Board of Appeals meets as needed to consider appeals to
building code decisions. Members of the Christiansburg Building Code Board of Appeals are
appointed by the Building Official or Town Manager, per Section 9-30(b) of Town Code.
Building Official Jerry Heinline serves as staff liaison to the Building Code Board of Appeals.

Parks & Recreation Advisory Commission

The Parks and Recreation Advisory Commission serves as an advisory board to the Parks and
Recreation Department in developing programs and activities for residents of all ages. Director
of Parks & Recreation Brad Epperley serves as the staff liaison to the Advisory Commission.

Planning Commission

The Town’s Planning Commission is comprised of up to 15 appointed citizens, a liaison from
Town Council, and a non-voting Secretary (Planning Director). With the exception of the
Council Liaison and Secretary, each planning commission member is appointed to a four-year
term. The Planning Commission is responsible for recommending to Town Council on a wide
variety of land use issues including the Town’s Comprehensive Plan, Zoning, Conditional Use
Permits, Historic Districts, and general planning issues. Once a year, the Planning Commission
members elect a Chair and Vice-Chair to oversee meetings and report to Council. The Planning
Commission also establishes and holds its own regular workshops and site visits for
consideration and review of Zoning and Conditional Use Permit requests. Planning Director
Nichole Hair serves as the non-voting secretary for the Planning Commission.

Board of Zoning Appeals
The Christiansburg Board of Zoning Appeals (BZA) members are recommended by Town
Council and appointed by the Circuit Court. The BZA meets as needed to consider appeals to
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zoning decisions. Planning Director Nichole Hair serves as the staff liaison to the Board of
Zoning Appeals.

Agency on Aging (New River Valley) Board of Directors

The New River Valley Agency on Aging exists to support and enhance the lives of older adults,
their families, and caregivers through advocacy, information, and services. The Board of
Directors of the New River Valley Agency on Aging is the principal policy making unit of the
Agency. Policy-making, oversight in program determinations, and assuring the availability of
funds and accountability for their expenditure are the primary functions of the Board. The
Agency on Aging may be contacted through their website at www.nrvaoa.org.

Airport Authority (Virginia Tech-Montgomery Regional)

The Virginia Tech/Montgomery Regional Airport Authority operates The Virginia
Tech/Montgomery Executive Airport. In addition to the Town of Christiansburg, the Authority
is made up of members from Virginia Tech, Montgomery County, and the Town

of Blacksburg. The Virginia Tech-Montgomery Executive Airport may be contacted through
their website at www.vtbcb.com.

Airport Commission (New River Valley)

The New River Valley Airport Commission owns and operates the New River Valley Airport,
which is now a port of entry with customs facilities. The New River Valley Airport may be
contacted through their website at www.nrvairport.com.

Development Corporation (NRV)

The NRV Development Corporation is a non-profit organization formed in 1983 to provide
business assistance. It includes membership from the counties of Floyd, Giles, Montgomery,
Pulaski, the towns of Blacksburg, Christiansburg, and Pulaski, and the city of Radford.

Economic Development Corporation (Montgomery Regional)

The Montgomery Regional Economic Development Corporation acts in an advisory capacity to
encourage existing business and industry to expand and solicit new business and industry for the
County. The goals of the Commission are to increase jobs and payrolls, decrease taxes, and
increase the standard of living for residents.

Emergency Communication Regional Authority (New River Valley)

The purpose of the New River Valley Emergency Communication Regional Authority shall be to
develop a consolidated system for the receipt and response of 9-1-1 emergency calls and
communications that will improve response time, quality of service, and coordination of
available resources for the citizens of effected localities.

Fire and Rescue Commission (Montgomery County)

Metropolitan Planning Organization (Blacksburg-Christiansburg-Montgomery Area)

The Blacksburg-Christiansburg-Montgomery Area Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO)
provides information, tools and public input necessary to improve the region's transportation
system and address future needs. The MPO was established as required by federal law because
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the Towns of Blacksburg and Christiansburg, and a portion of Montgomery County are
designated as an urbanized area of more than 50,000 in population.

MBC Development Corporation

The MBC Development Corporation makes loans to existing and new small businesses in
Montgomery County. The MBC is certified by the State Corporation Commission as a not-for-
profit community development corporation.

Planning District Commission (New River Valley)

The New River Valley Planning District Commission is responsible for administering a
comprehensive regionwide plan for growth and development. Members establish policy and
delegate duties to staff members through an Executive Director.

Solid Waste Authority (Montgomery Regional)

The Montgomery Regional Solid Waste Authority (MRSWA) oversees garbage and refuse
collection and disposal system, transporting garbage and refuse from transfer station and/or
disposal sites, and recycling systems. The Authority includes Montgomery County, the Towns of
Blacksburg and Christiansburg and Virginia Tech.

Tourism Council
The Tourism Council is a joint cooperative between the Towns of Christiansburg and Blacksburg
and Montgomery County.

Transportation Safety Commission (Montgomery County)

The Montgomery County Transportation Safety Commission gathers local input in recognizing
and solving problems in the area of highway safety. Members represent local town governments,
county government, the school system, etc.

Virginia’s First Regional Industrial Facility Authority

Virginia’s First Regional Industrial Facility Authority was created to enhance the economic base
for the member localities by developing, owning, and operating one or more facilities on a
cooperative basis involving member localities. In addition to the Town of Christiansburg, other
member localities include the counties of Bland, Craig, Giles, Montgomery, Pulaski, Roanoke,
and Wythe, as well as the cities of Radford, Roanoke, and Salem and the towns of Dublin,
Narrows, Pearisburg, and Pulaski.

Water Authority (Blacksburg-Christiansburg-VPI)
The Water Authority is responsible for overseeing the day-to-day operations of supplying clean
water to the three communities.
